Saturday Night Youth CafŽ - The chairman 
thanked everyone involved in setting up the new 
facility and praised the hard work done by the 
young people to transform this room and urged 
those who have not already been upstairs, to visit.  
There is still money available for further items on 
the wish list.
COMMITTEE DECISION:  It was agreed the youth 
cafŽ should remain as Òfree entryÓ to the young 
people.
Urras  Tac Chalanais - Boyan stated that UTC 
was unable to pay the original ballpark figure given 
to them for their funding application.
COMMITTEE DECISION:  It was agreed that the 
sum of £100 per month was agreed to cover office 
accommodation for six months; on the basis that 
UTC would by then have permanent office space 
elsewhere.
Centre Extension Minute  - The chairman wished 
to thank everyone involved in this group for their 
commitment in meeting every second Tuesday.  
Currently working to 9th February deadline for 
SRDP funding; Iain Muir is doing the business 
plan, CIB financial plan based on five year plan to 
2013, and confident this will all be ready. 
 Five tenders received for the building work, two 
prices very competitive, looking at £180K for the 
project.  Joan MacAulay currently completing 
application forms to various funders for approval Ð 
already received sponsorship of  £1,000 from 
Breasclete Community Council.
Energy Group - The chairman outlined the work 
recently  carried out by the group formed to reduce 
costs and explore alternative energy options for 
the centre. Several recommendations have been 
made, with an estimated cost of  £1,000 to which 
the committee gave their approval.
Funeral Bier  - Following a request from Angus 
Smith, it was agreed that costing be obtained for 
the next meeting.
Cleaner/Caretaker  - In view  of the work currently 
required to do, it was agreed to increase the pay 
rate and the hours of  work. The work requirements 

and remuneration will be reviewed annually.  The 
work is to be flexible but must be done outwith 
school hours. 

Cinema Licence  - Jack MacLeod asked if the 
association would be willing to consider paying for 
a licence to enable films to be shown in the centre.  
It was agreed that Jack should explore the 
possible costing of  this venture and report to the 
next association meeting. 
Election Of Vice-Chair  - There being no 
nominations, this item to be carried forward to next 
monthÕs meeting.  Discussion followed and it was 
agreed that everyone present would invite a young 
person (20 to 30 age group) to accompany them to 
the next meeting to generate interest and allow  the 
young people to see how  the committee works and 
also present their own issues.
Events  Committee Minutes  - John Monaghan 
raised his concerns about problems caused by the 
Burns Supper being left so late to organise, and 
felt it could have been far more successful, and 
less stressful, if  arranged earlier.  The chairman 
agreed but pointed out that this was not on the 
original events calendar because of other 
commitments but was added at a later stage due 
to it being the 250 anniversary.  This could 
perhaps become an annual event.  The events 
committee need to consult closely with the school 
and other groups before taking reservations; using 
email to give at least one weeksÕ notice, so that 
alternative arrangements can be made on a timely 
basis.

It is a 
method of contact during emergency situations as 
mobile phones are carried by the majority of the 
population,  
All you need to do is store the number of a contact 
person or persons who should be contacted  
during emergency under the name 'ICE' ( In Case Of 
Emergency). 
The idea was thought up by a paramedic who found 
that when he went to the scenes of accidents there 
were always Mobile phones with patients but they 
didn't know which number to call..  
He therefore thought that it would be a good idea if 
there was a nationally recognized name for this 
purpose.
